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CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
MINUTES
APRIL 16, 2014

Pursuant to Public Notice, Mayor Frank Catino convened a regular meeting of the City Council on Wednesday, April 16, 2014, at 7:00 p.m., in the Council Chamber.  Those present were Mayor Frank Catino, Vice-Mayor Lorraine Gott, Councilman Mark Brimer, Councilwoman Sheryl Denan, Councilman Dominick Montanaro, City Attorney James Beadle, City Manager Courtney Barker, and City Clerk Leonor Olexa.

Councilman Montanaro led a prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

(TIME:  7:03) CITIZEN COMMENTS
No public comments.

(TIME:  7:03) CITY COUNCIL COMMENTS
Councilman Brimer reported on the Department of Elder Affairs approval to move forward with the Communities for a Lifetime (CFAL) initiative, a CFAL resolution will be presented to Council for consideration, a presentation on CFAL initiatives and CFAL resolution will be presented at a future Space Coast League of Cities meeting, and the City will work to encourage the Brevard County Commission and other cities to consider adopting the resolution.

Councilman Montanaro attended the 4th Annual Hook Kids on Fishing Event hosted by the Anglers for Conservation and met with Lisa Caldwell of Satellite High School Project Graduation who indicated the need for volunteers and donations.

Vice-Mayor Gott attended the South Beaches Coalition meeting, which Melbourne Beach will chair for the next two years with Commissioner Goudy serving as the Coalition’s voting representative on the TPO, and reserved the remainder of her comments until the end of the meeting.

Councilwoman Denan provided an anonymous letter to JLAC requested by Vice-Mayor Gott on 
February 5.

Mayor Catino reported on a boil-water notice for the entire City and the April 18th Cocoa Beach Operation Shred for free shredding of sensitive documents.

(TIME:  7:09) CITY MANAGER REPORT
City Manager Barker reported on the Police Athletic League bike and rummage sale, a 5K run to benefit “To Write Love on Her Arms,” three Easter Sunrise Services (Hightower Beach Park, Michael P. Crotty Park, and Pelican Beach Park), Trash Bash at Pelican Beach Park, Prescription Drug Take Back, Beachcaster mailed to all residents, and her attendance at the American Planning Association Conference.  She addressed the events that led up to the boil-water notice and the breakdown in communication with affected cities and stated that a meeting will be scheduled to address measures to correct the emergency management response.  She also mentioned the budget calendar provided to Council and requested cancellation of the July 2nd Council meeting due to the 4th of July holiday and budget preparation; Council agreed to the cancellation.

Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.

ACTION:  Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Council Brimer, to accept the Council Budget Calendar for FY 14/15 as presented.  VOTE:  ALL YES.  MOTION CARRIED.

Councilwoman Denan requested information from the City Manager regarding Communities in the Classroom (school faculty is changing who presents this subject), an update on the lawsuit being dropped between the School Board and Brevard County (there will be no school closures at this time and work is being done to address school concurrency), an update on the City’s letter to Senator Thad Altman (the letter addressed privatized military housing being tax exempt and outlined impacts of the exemption on the City and its residents).

Mayor Catino stated no representatives were available to attend the meeting, so the proclamation would be mailed.

(TIME:  7:27) PRESENTATION OF NEW ONLINE REGISTRATION FOR RECREATION CLASSES
Recreation Director Kerry Stoms reported on the new software system which now enables the community to register for recreation classes online.  City Manager Barker thanked the Recreation staff for their hard work on a seamless transition in time for the summer program.  Council thanked Recreation Director Stoms and staff for the superb services they provide to the community and for the amazing amount of programs available.

Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.

(TIME:  7:39) DISCUSS/TAKE ACTION ON ORDINANCE NO. 1091, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SATELLITE BEACH, BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE FY 2013/2014 BUDGET ORDINANCE NO. 1077; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE (FIRST READING)
City Attorney Beadle read Ordinance No. 1091 by title on first reading.  A revised version of Ordinance No. 1091 was provided prior to the meeting and copies were available for the public.  Assistant City Manager Andy Stewart presented an overview of the budget amendments, which included General Fund revenue and expenditure reductions, adjustments to the Stormwater Fund, and a 5-10% decrease across all departmental operating budgets to help off-set the reduction in projected revenues.  Council and staff discussed the amendments, the resolution sent to Brevard County supporting the First Responder program, and allowable CRA expenses for administrative services.  Council thanked staff for their efforts on the budget.

ACTION:  Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Vice-Mayor Gott, to approve Ordinance 
No. 1091 on first reading.  VOTE:  ALL YES.  MOTION CARRIED.

(TIME:  8:10) DISCUSS/TAKE ACTION ON RESOLUTION NO. 947, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SATELLITE BEACH, BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE LEASE PURCHASE OF CERTAIN PROPERTY THROUGH EXECUTION OF A MASTER EQUIPMENT LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENT WITH MUNICIPAL LEASING CONSULTANTS, LLC; MAKING AND AGREEING TO THE COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH; AUTHORIZING CITY MANAGER AND APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENT AND ANCILLARY DOCUMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE
City Attorney Beadle read Resolution No. 947 by title and identified revisions to Master Lease Agreement Sections 7.5 and 12.3.  City Manager Barker stated that Council previously approved the bid results of Municipal Leasing Consultants, LLC and itemized figures have been incorporated into the Agreement with the Council-approved interest rate.  Council discussed the loan, with the City owning the vehicle at the end of the loan period.

ACTION:  Vice-Mayor Gott MOVED, SECOND by Councilman Montanaro, to adopt Resolution 
No. 947.  VOTE:  ALL YES.  MOTION CARRIED.

(TIME:  8:17) DISCUSS/TAKE ACTION ON RESOLUTION NO. 949, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SATELLITE BEACH, BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING HOMERULE SUPPORT FOR THE REGULATION OF SINGLE-USE SHOPPING BAGS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION
City Attorney Beadle read Resolution No. 949 by title.  Mike Daniel of Surfrider Foundation discussed SB830 (proposed State regulation of single-use shopping bags) that was submitted with the resolution and died in committee.  Council discussed the resolution, the bill’s potential impacts, municipalities’ ability to opt in with an ordinance that establishes a uniform standard for regulating single-use shopping bags, and the importance to the marine environment of restricting these bags.  Vice-Mayor Gott opposed the resolution as it has not been determined what underlying law the State would pass, but would support working on a bill that would be submitted to the State.

(Time:  8:35) The following City residents addressed Council:  Ron Jurgutis, Dale Abrahams.

ACTION:  Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Councilman Brimer, to not support the language in SB830.  VOTE:  ALL YES.  MOTION CARRIED.

Councilman Montanaro stated he supports a resolution that would remove the State preemption that exists and also addresses the City’s ability to remove single-use shopping bags from the environment.
  
ACTION:  Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Councilwoman Denan, to adopt Resolution No. 949.  VOTE:  FOUR YES; ONE NO (Gott).  MOTION CARRIED.

(TIME:  9:01) AGENDA ITEMS FOR NEXT REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
Council discussed agenda items for the next regular Council meeting.

(TIME:  9:02) ADOPTION OF MINUTES:  APRIL 2, 2014, REGULAR MEETING
ACTION:  Councilman Montanaro MOVED, SECOND by Vice-Mayor Gott, to approve the minutes as submitted.  VOTE:  ALL YES.  MOTION CARRIED.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Vice-Mayor Gott continued her Council comments by stating that Councilwoman Denan’s delay in providing the anonymous letter requested at the February 5 Council meeting prompted a citizen to request the information from JLAC.  She reported that the new documents reveal the following:  There were three (not one) anonymous letters to JLAC, all providing dishonest statements about the City and the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA).  In addition, JLAC staff wrote a five-page chronology (copy attached) about their “two-year history with the City” in which they described how Ms. Denan consistently contacted them to try to get the Florida Auditor General to conduct an audit of the City’s CRA.  In an email dated July 12, 2013 to State Senators Abruzzo and Ray (JLAC Chair and Vice-Chair respectively) (copy attached), JLAC staff concluded that this is a local issue and there is insufficient need for a State taxpayer funded audit.  In his July 16, 2013 letter to Councilwoman Denan (copy attached), Senator Abruzzo informed her that an audit of the CRA by the Auditor General is not recommended.  None of this information had ever been provided to City Council or staff.  Councilwoman Denan stated that she was being blindsided by the presentation of this information and reiterated her right to communicate with anyone.

Mayor Catino adjourned the meeting at 9:13 p.m.
