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CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 3, 2014

Pursuant to Public Notice, Mayor Frank Catino convened a regular meeting of the City Council on Wednesday, September 3, 2014, at 7:04 p.m., in the Council Chamber.  Those present were Mayor Frank Catino, Vice-Mayor Lorraine Gott, Councilman Mark Brimer, Councilwoman Sheryl Denan, Councilman Dominick Montanaro, City Attorney James Beadle, City Manager Courtney Barker, and City Clerk Leonor Olexa.

Councilwoman Denan led a moment of silence and the Pledge of Allegiance.

(TIME:  7:05) COUNCIL COMMENTS
Vice-Mayor Gott congratulated Recreation Department Director Kerry Stoms and her staff for their outstanding work on the 2014 Fall Activity Brochure and the programs they offer to the community.

Councilman Montanaro encouraged the public to participate in the upcoming 5K run and attended the Retirement Board meeting and the FIT meeting where Sen. Bob Graham addressed Amendment 1.

Councilman Brimer reported that he hosted the August 28th Town Hall Meeting, will participate in a September 10th webcast hosted by Department of Health and Department of Elder Affairs, and will be unable to attend the September 17th Council meeting.

Mayor Catino announced the September 4th Indian River Lagoon workshop meeting.

City Manager Barker reported on the September 20th Florida Coastal Cleanup; cancellation of a presentation on First Responder Funds at a County Commission meeting due to the need for coordination/discussion of policy issues with Space Coast League of Cities, City Managers, and Brevard County Manager; and a settlement agreement on Denan vs. City of Satellite Beach to be considered at a September 9th Code Enforcement Board meeting.  Vice-Mayor Gott addressed her concerns about the proposed agreement (preferential code enforcement, legal issues about the variance, and the appearance of the City trying to force decisions on two independent boards) and requested the City Manager to make a statement at the beginning of the BOA and CEB meetings that each Board is expected to use their independent judgment in reaching their decision.

City Attorney Beadle read Ordinance No. 1096 by title on first reading.  A revision to Ordinance 
No. 1096 was provided at the meeting and made available to the public.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Allen Potter reported on Amendment 1 to the existing FY 13/14 Agreement requested by FDOT due to language issues and payment requirements from other cities.  He identified forthcoming changes to the FY 14/15 Agreement that would provide increased fees paid to the City.  City Attorney Beadle has reviewed the document and has no recommended changes. 
Vice-Mayor Gott requested clarity on what documents need to be approved for the amended agreement.

Mayor Catino asked for citizen comments; there were no comments.
